Does Persuasion challenge or defend the status of class structure in early nineteenth century British society? How?
What is the significance of the title "Persuasion"? How are the novel's characters positively and negatively affected by persuasion in the story?
What is the role of parents in Persuasion? What kinds of examples do they set for their own children?

Is Persuasion a romantic novel? Why or why not?

What rhetorical and narrative techniques does Austen employ in her novel? How do they affect the novel's overall narration?

Which characters change throughout the course of the novel? Which ones remain static? What are the larger implications for this personal growth or stagnation?

Why is it so important to keep Kellynch within the Elliot family? How important is Kellynch to the different members of the family?

Discuss the importance of social class in the novel, especially as it impacts the relationship between Elizabeth and Darcy.

Though Jane Austen satirizes snobs in her novels, some critics have accused her of being a snob herself. Giving special consideration to Mrs. Bennet and Mr. Collins, argue and defend one side of this issue.

Pride and Prejudice is a novel about women who feel they have to marry to be happy. Taking Charlotte Lucas as an example, do you think the author is making a social criticism of her era’s view of marriage?

Giving special attention to Wickham, Charlotte Lucas, and Elizabeth, compare and contrast male and female attitudes toward marriage in the novel.

 Discuss the relationship between Mrs. Bennet and her children, especially Elizabeth and Lydia.

Compare and contrast the Bingley-Darcy relationship with the Jane-Elizabeth relationship.

Compare and contrast the roles of Lady Catherine de Bourgh and Mrs. Bennet.

Discuss the importance of dialogue to character development in the novel.

Analyze how Austen depicts Mr. Bennet. Is he a positive or negative figure?

Jane Austen’s original title for the novel was First Impressions. What role do first impressions play in Pride and Prejudice?

The novel opens with Sir Walter reading from a book. Many of the characters are in fact readers. What is the significance of reading? Why do they read and what effect does reading achieve?

Most of the novel is set in autumn and winter. What role do the seasons play in the novel?

The Elliots are in many ways a troubled family. Are their troubles specific to the plot of the novel or do they suggest a larger story?
Overall, do you believe Austen has a conservative or radical approach to the issue of class? Why or why not?

Explore Austen's portrayal of the women in the novel. In what ways does she sympathize with their plight, and in what ways is she unsympathetic?

In what ways does Austen portray the family and community as responsible for its members?

Though undoubtedly a comic character, Mr. Collins reflects some rather unattractive qualities of his society. Explain this statement.

Explain why Austen ends her novel with a line about the Gardiners, even though they are minor characters in Pride and Prejudice.
