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Bullet proof vest/ballistic vest - an item of protective clothing that absorbs the impact from gun-fired projectiles and explosive fragments fired at the torso
Handcuffs - restraint devices designed to secure an individual's wrists close together.

Holster - is an unspecified, yet specialized article of clothing or a device, worn to hold, or restrict the undesired movement of, an item, such as a handgun or other weapon, cellular telephone, hand tool etc.
Taser - a weapon that fires electrical probes that give an electric shock, causing temporary paralysis
Baton- A short stick carried by police
Pepper spray - a nonlethal aerosol spray made used to cause temporary blindness and incapacitate an attacker

Escort (v) - to accompany or attend as an escort

Offender - One that offends, especially one that breaks a public law

Custody- The state of being detained or held under guard, especially by the police

Statement-Something stated; a declaration

Jurisdiction - Authority or control

Ransom -The release of property or a person in return for payment of a demanded price

Hostage - a person given to or held by a person, organization, etc., as a security or pledge or for ransom, release, exchange for prisoners, etc.

Customs - the part of a port, airport, frontier station, etc., where baggage and freight are examined for dutiable goods and contraband
