Dump verb ( GET RID OF )

to get rid of something unwanted, especially by leaving it in a place where it is not allowed to be 

The tax was so unpopular that the government decided to dump it.
Several old cars had been dumped near the beach.
Toxic chemicals continue to be dumped in the North Sea.

to sell unwanted goods very cheaply, usually in other countries 

They accused the West of dumping out-of-date medicines on Third World countries.
Abandon verb ( LEAVE ) 

/əˈbæn.dən/ v [T] 

to leave a place, thing or person forever 

We had to abandon the car.
By the time the rebel troops arrived, the village had already been abandoned.
As a baby he'd been abandoned by his mother.
We were sinking fast, and the captain gave the order to abandon ship.

Intimiditate  verb

to frighten or threaten someone, usually in order to persuade them to do something that you want them to do 

They were intimidated into accepting a pay cut by the threat of losing their jobs.

The office will be issuing permits on Tuesday and Thursday mornings.
The school issued a statement about its plans to the press./The school issued the press with a statement about its plans.
Estate noun ( BUILDINGS ) 

/ɪˈsteɪt/ n 

[C] UK a group of houses or factories built in a planned way 

a housing estate
an industrial estate (= a group of factories) suspect noun 

suspect /ˈsʌs.pekt/ n [C] 

a person believed to have committed a crime or done something wrong, or something believed to have caused something bad 

Police have issued a photograph of the suspect.
The prime suspect in the case committed suicide.
No one knows what caused the outbreak of food poisoning, but shellfish is the main suspect (= is thought to have caused it).

Confiscate verb
