VOCABULARY

Ambulance - A specially equipped vehicle used to transport the sick or injured.

Weapon - An instrument of attack or defense in combat, as a gun, missile, or sword
Fire-arm - A weapon, especially a pistol or rifle, capable of firing a projectile and using an explosive charge as a propellant
Emergency - A serious situation or occurrence that happens unexpectedly and demands immediate action.

Subway - An underground urban railroad, usually operated by electricity.

A passage for such a railroad.

Demand - To ask for urgently or peremptorily
Assailant - A person who attacks another
Stab - To pierce or wound with or as if with a pointed weapon
Collide - To come together with violent, direct impact
Overtake - a. To catch up with; draw even or level with.

       b. To pass after catching up with

Vehicle - A device or structure for transporting persons or things
Intersection - A place where things intersect, especially a place where two or more roads cross
Skid - To slide sideways while moving because of loss of traction
Brake - To reduce the speed of with or as if with a brake
Injury - Damage or harm done to or suffered by a person or thing
Unconscious - Lacking awareness and the capacity for sensory perception; not conscious
Bleed - To emit or lose blood.
Blood - The fluid consisting of plasma, blood cells, and platelets that is circulated by the heart through the vertebrate vascular system, carrying oxygen and nutrients to and waste materials away from all body tissues
Breathe - To inhale and exhale air, especially when naturally and freely
Breath - The air inhaled and exhaled in respiration.

   The act or process of breathing; respiration
Bruise - An injury to underlying tissues or bone in which the skin is not broken, often characterized by ruptured blood vessels and discolorations
Fracture - A break, rupture, or crack, especially in bone
Abuse - To force sexual activity on; rape or molest.

To assail with contemptuous, coarse, or insulting words

Asault - An unlawful threat or attempt to do bodily injury to another
Battery - The unlawful and unwanted touching or striking of one person by another, with the intention of bringing about a harmful or offensive contact
Abdomen - The part of the body that lies between the thorax and the pelvis and encloses the stomach, intestines, liver, spleen, and pancreas. Also called belly

Chest - The part of the body between the neck and the abdomen, enclosed by the ribs and the breastbone; the thorax

Wrist - The joint between the hand and the forearm.

Ankle - The slender section of the leg immediately above the foot
