Access code - a sequence of characters that allows access to a system, place or service.
Accommodation - a place to live, work, stay, etc. in
Accomplice - a person who helps someone else to commit a crime or to do something morally wrong
Burglar - a person who illegally enters buildings and steals things
Burglary - the crime of illegally entering a building and stealing things
Deliberately - intentionally
Deter - to prevent from doing something or to make someone less enthusiastic about doing something by making it difficult for them to do it or by threatening bad results if they do it
Deterrent - something which deters people from doing something
Drag racing - a car race over a very short distance
Endorse - to write something in order to give permission for something, especially your signature on the back of a cheque, in order to make it able to be paid to someone else
Essential - necessary; needed
Exploit – use or take advantage of
Hotspot - a place of political unrest and potential violence
Install - to put furniture, a machine or a piece of equipment into position and make it ready to use
Joyriding - the crime of stealing a vehicle and driving fast and dangerously for fun
Lack – a state of not having something
Legitimate – official and legal

Loophole – a small mistake in a law

Opportunistic- not planned, using an opportunity

Penalty - a punishment, or the usual punishment, for doing something that is against a law
Prevent - to stop something from happening or someone from doing something
Preventable - able to be prevented
Property - an object or objects that belong to someone
Publicize - to make information about something generally available
Purposefully - showing that you know what you want to do
Recover - to get back something lost, especially health, ability, possessions, etc 
Reduction - when you make or when something becomes smaller in size, amount, degree, importance, etc
Report v - to give a description of something or information about it to someone
Residence – place where sb lives; home
Robbery - the crime of stealing from somewhere or someone
Security - protection of a person, building, organization or country against threats such as crime or attacks by foreign countries
Target (n) - a person or a particular group of people who something is directed at, or who something is intended for; (v) to aim an attack, or a bullet, bomb, etc., at a particular object, place or person
Theft - dishonestly taking something which belongs to someone else and keeping it

Thief - a person who steals
Valuable - worth a lot of money
Valuables - small objects, especially jewellery, which might be sold for a lot of money
Weakness – something that is not good or effective
