Armour - strong protective covering, especially for the body
Armoured - protected by a strong covering, or using military vehicles protected by strong covering
Avoid - to stay away from someone or something, or prevent something from happening or not allow yourself to do something
Back up - support or help, or something that you have arranged in case your main plans, equipment, etc. go wrong
Break out - If something dangerous or unpleasant breaks out, it suddenly starts
Civil disorder, civil unrest, civil disturbance - Civil disorder, also known as civil unrest, is a broad term that is typically used by law enforcement to describe one or more forms of disturbance caused by a group of people
Contain - to keep something harmful within limits and not allow it to spread
Delay - cause someone or something to be slow or late
Disrupt - to prevent something, especially a system, process or event, from continuing as usual or as expected
Escalate - make or become greater or more serious
Helmet - a strong hard hat that covers and protects the head
Illegal assembly - Unlawful assembly is a legal term to describe a group of people with the mutual intent of deliberate disturbance of the peace. If the group are about to start the act of disturbance, it is termed a rout; if the disturbance is commenced, it is then termed a riot.
Lethal - able to cause or causing death; extremely dangerous
Outbreak - a time when something suddenly begins, especially a disease or something else dangerous or unpleasant
Riot - a noisy, violent, and uncontrolled public meeting
Shield - a large flat object made of strong plastic that policemen hold in front of their bodies to protect themselves
Spread - (cause to) cover, reach or have an effect on a wider or increasing area
Strike - when workers refuse to continue working because of an argument with an employer about working conditions, pay levels or job losses
Suppress - to prevent something from being seen or expressed or from operating
Taser - a gun that fires small objects which give someone a small electric shock and make them unable to move for a short time
Tear gas - a gas used by some police and armed forces to control crowds of people. It hurts the eyes and makes them produce tears.
Violent - using force to hurt or attack
Water cannon - a device which sends out a powerful stream of water and is used in order to scatter large groups of people
Whip - a piece of leather or rope which is fastened to a stick, used for hitting animals or people
