Armoury - a secure place for the storage of weapons
Kennel - An establishment where dogs are bred, trained, or boarded.

Allocate - To distribute according to a plan; allot:

 Identity parade –  a process by which a crime victim or witness's putative identification of a suspect is confirmed to a level that can count as evidence at trial.

Custody - The state of being detained or held under guard, especially by the police
Risk assessment - determination of quantitative or qualitative value of risk related to a concrete situation and a recognized threat

Detainee - A person held in custody or confinement

Account - A narrative or record of events

Cooperative -  Marked by willingness to cooperate; compliant

Sketch - A hasty or undetailed drawing or painting often made as a preliminary study

Tweezers – Small pincers, usually of metal, used for plucking or handling small objects

Sample - A portion, piece, or segment that is representative of a whole

Fibre - a long fine continuous thread or filament

Evidence - A thing or things helpful in forming a conclusion or judgment

Residue - The remainder of something after removal of parts or a part
